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SUBJECT:  Request for “No” Vote on the American Clean Energy and Security Act and 

                    Removal of the NOAA Administrator and President’s Science Advisor.

Dear Senator Boxer,
I hope this letter finds you well and rested from the past 4th of July celebrations where we all had the opportunity to relax and reflect on the sacrifices of those who fought for our independence. During the holidays I proudly displayed a copy of the Declaration of Independence on a wall so that I could be reminded every day of those who helped establish enduring truths upon which our nation was founded.
In the next few weeks the Senate will begin to create its version of the just passed H.R. 2454, the American Clean Energy and Security Act of 2009, an important piece of legislation that also has the prospect of lasting for many years. Please accept my thanks if you are among the many outstanding leaders in the U.S. Senate who have already decided to vote “No” on this bill directed among other goals, at controlling the Earth’s climate. 
Unfortunately, should the Senate in total say “Yes” to this bill, I believe it will not be well remembered like the group of patriots who signed the Declaration of Independence and stood tall for universal ideals. Rather, it may be thought of for being part of one of the most embarrassing, and deceptive pieces of government legislation ever created.
Given the gravity of this claim, a little of my background is appropriate. In my fortunate career, I have been a White House and Congressional space science advisor, consultant to NASA headquarters, space shuttle engineer and now Director of the Space and Science Research Center, (SSRC) the leading science research center in the U.S. on the subject of the next climate change. I am the researcher who discovered the cycles of the Sun spelled out in the “Relational Cycle Theory” that defines what drives climate change and I have been the only scientist in the United States to publicly announce and accurately predict, in advance, three of the most important events in the history of climate science. These events which have now been confirmed are: (1) the end of global warming, (2) the Sun entering an historic period of dramatically reduced activity, a “solar hibernation,” and (3) the advent of a new climate period accompanied by a long term drop in the Earth’s temperature. 

A past Chairman of the House of Representatives Science Committee has said my work should be “seriously considered.”  Many prominent scientists around the world have announced similar conclusions about what causes climate change and that the Earth has entered a long term cold era. The SSRC has been the leading voice in our country for over two years in notifying the government and the media of the full story of the coming potentially dangerous cold climate as exampled in the last two press releases of the SSRC. These releases are available at the Center’s web site found at www.spaceandscience.net and are titled:

1. SSRC 4-2009 – Coldest Weather in 100 Years to Strike by 2012, America Unprepared for the New Cold Climate Because of President Obama’s Climate Change Policies.

2. SSRC 3-2009 – Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) Reviewing Climate Change and Cap and Trade Programs to Insure Investor Protection.

At the core of H.R. 2454 is the premise that mankind’s industrial gas emissions control the Earth’s climate and that we have the ability to stop global warming. An apolitical and objective review of the facts clearly shows otherwise. Accordingly, I urge you to vote “No” to H.R. 2454 or any similar version. Here are the main facts behind my position:

1. Global warming, a naturally occurring phenomena has ended, naturally. It is therefore completely unnecessary to issue any legislation to control it since it no longer exists.
2. It was, like all climate changes, caused by the Sun and not mankind.

3. The Earth’s temperature in the lower troposphere (where we live) has been dropping for at least eleven years when measured from the peak heating year of 1998 and is now on a long term declining trend right on schedule with the highly reliable, predictable solar cycles that drive the Earth’s climate. 
4. The concept of manmade climate change supposedly caused by mankind’s greenhouse gas emissions was fundamentally flawed at the outset and its central tenant of ever increasing global temperatures from growth in carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions has now been solidly discredited.

5. The Sun has gone into a state I have termed a “solar hibernation” during which the Earth always, always, descends into decades-long extreme cold weather. It is marked by several decades in a row of dramatically lower sunspots. It is important to understand the significance of this historic event. It is unstoppable.  The bitter cold is coming. China for instance, has already had its worst winter in 100 years (2008-2009).We cannot control this natural event either. We can only adapt.
6. This next solar hibernation and resultant cold climate, if it behaves like the last such occurrence, will have the potential to cause massive crop losses and resultant social disruption world wide. 
Further, I believe there has been a widespread and comprehensive effort to hide the facts and confuse our leadership in Washington regarding the true causes of climate change. This camouflage of what has really been happening to our climate has only increased as the Senate begins to consider H.R. 2454. 
Recently, a highly publicized report was issued by the administration of President Obama called, “Global Climate Change Impacts in the United States.” It was a totally transparent attempt to mislead the members of Congress and continue the ‘big lie’ about the threat of global warming to sway the votes on H.R. 2454. Regrettably, the report is a sad display of and an international embarrassment of American scientific expertise and is so full of misleading data, false assumptions, and invalid conclusions that it simply cannot be relied upon as a policy making reference. Noted scientists have already condemned this report for its inaccurate and unscientific approach to the determination of the nature of climate change. My review of this document shows that it is formed with the apparent objective of denying the Senate, the House of Representatives, and the American people the full story about the causes and effects of climate change. More importantly, it is a blatant cover-up of the fact that global warming ended years ago and it brazenly omits that the world has entered a new cold climate era with potentially harmful consequences that will impact every citizen.

Accordingly, I believe it is necessary to remove from office for cause, the Administrator of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), and the President’s Science Advisor in order to restore the “scientific integrity” to the government as promised by President Obama. Our nation cannot permit its top science officials to lie and deceive so blatantly the President, the Congress and the people. These officials knew before the report was even started that global warming had ended and that the next cold climate period had arrived, yet they still issued such an intentionally misleading report.
I can certainly understand how after twenty years of hearing only one side, the wrong side, of the causes of climate change, that many citizens would come to accept that mankind had a role in affecting climate change, just as I once did. However, with these new facts and as a result of the unrelenting cold that is enveloping the Earth because of the hibernation of the Sun, it is time we all cast aside our ill-informed past and quickly address the next climate change head on. Our country certainly needs energy independence. In fact, I believe we will be woefully short of energy to confront this next cold climate period and that even more aggressive energy legislation is urgently needed. A new American energy independence program should not however, be sought through this misdirected legislation which at its core is deception, lies and unabashed fraud committed against the American people.
The all powerful Sun caused both the start and end of global warming. I request that you once and for all end the national shame of manmade climate change by doing what those who signed the Declaration of Independence once did. Please cast another vote for enduring truth. I ask that you restore integrity to the US government science and research by insuring our agency heads don’t lie to us and our leaders, and that you vote “No” to the American Clean Energy and Security Act.
